Asyou may have read and heard about, L ake Florida residents have expressed an interest
== ininstalling a centralized sewer collection system around their lake and becoming part of the
district collection and treatment system. There are of course many statutory steps that need
to be followed for this to come about. If after the final public hearing the Lake Floridaresi-
dents are till in favor of the project, construction is expected to begin in the spring of 2006.

L Thedistrict has the capacity to treat more wastewater and adding additional customers will
help reduce the fixed costs that we incur.

There were a number of people again this summer that had their water meter installed backwards. This of
course requires district manpower to remedy the situation in one form or fashion. When installing the meter look
for the arrow on the brass case that indicates the direction of flow. If not sure, give the district office a
call and we can drop by and lend a hand.

If you will be winterizing your home this fall please remember to fully drain al the water from
your water meter. If you are keeping your seasonal home heated throughout the winter be sure to
provide insulation and heat to the water meter depending upon its location.

Another item about winterizing, and that’s regarding your private water shut-off if you have
one. A few people have noted that these shut-offs turn extremely hard. My advice is to operate
the valves a number of times each season. The more you operate it the more freely it should turn.

/‘ ‘”& old-fashioned variety, more fragrant and rich than later varieties. Irises have been

trimmed back, and the peonies will soon follow.
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Asters, gladiola and mums are blooming, along with the summer flowers that survived the %ﬁ
heat. | saw three little gray birds hopping among my geraniums the other day, snatching K
something | couldn’t see. First thinking that surely birds don’t eat flowers, | realized they %
were eating the little midges caught in the fine spider webs strung between the plants. They
were most likely least flycatchers, as I’ ve seen them several times since, darting out from a
railing and quickly coming back again.

Ordinarily, I’ve heard mourning doves in the spring, but this August I’ ve heard them more

often than before. Other birds sing and chirp away in the mornings as well. The goldfinches are
prolific; some residents have seen the orioles again. Hummingbirds keep up their hovering above

the blossoms and at the feeders. Keep feeding them until you see them no more. They’ll still

; leave when it’s time for them to go.

Moving on to bigger birds, several of us observed strange behavior of loons the end of July. Each loon (in dif-
ferent parts of the lake) was staying in one place and thrashing about, bobbing its head up and down under water,
tossing its head from side to side, looking thoroughly distressed. At first | thought it was trapped by
aturtle, but it never submerged its body. Our final conclusion was that it has a fish
too big to handle by simply tossing it in the air and swallowing it head first
asusual. Once it conquered its meal, | suppose by chopping it into
smaller pieces, the loon simply swam away. The same day | saw the
loon, another bird was exhibiting the same behavior, but the coloring
was different. It turned out to be an eared grebe, thrashing back and forth and fluffing up its feathers until it
looked like a feathered ball. The distinctive orange-yellow feathers on the side
of the head identified that bird for me.

Other people saw loons in flight - a more graceful achievement than their
efforts at walking on land, but a sight not often seen. In a couple more
months we will be seeing rafts of ducks riding the waves and squadrons of
Canada geese heading south. Then come the eagles, cleaning up the flyways and often landing

on the ice, fishing the open waters that till remain.

Has anyone else noticed that monarch butterflies are larger than usual this
year? Seeing them congregate in the trees as they begin their migration should
be fascinating. They flutter by while the gulls frantically screech on windy days
or placidly sail on calm waters and crane flies whine high above at night or gather
by the doors and windows on the sheltered side of buildings.

May you enjoy the transitions of autumn, and may
the Green Lake breezes blow gently and bless you
and yours with contentment, healing, love and peace.

Lakeshore Alterations

Anyone contemplating landscaping within the Shore Impact Zone (37.5 feet from
the ordinary high water level) is asked to first contact the Kandiyohi County zoning ﬁ
Office at 231-6229. Construction of stairways, vegetation removal and grading are
examples of activities requiring a Shoreland Alteration Permit. For work below the
ordinary high water level contact Area Hydrologist, Skip Wright at 796-6272.

Activities requiring a DNR permit include but are not limited to rock riprap
placement, beach development, storm water outfalls and lake bank restoration.

Work without a permit isin violation of the Kandiyohi County Shoreland Ordinance and Public Waters Law. These
rules are in place to protect water quality, fish and wildlife habitat, the natural character of our lakeshore and

property values. A photographic inventory of the Green Lake Shoreline is being planned this fal to help with
enforcement efforts.

Over-development of Green Lake's shoreline is an ongoing phenomenon and has been cited as a major threat
to protecting water quality and habitat. Lakeshore ownersinterested in protecting the lake environment and their
property values can help reverse thistrend. An option to traditional landscaping is reestablishing natural buffers
along the shoreline by “lakescaping” with native plants. For more information contact the Spicer DNR Area
Office at the number listed above or DNR Shoreline Restoration Specialist, Lelani Peterson at 354-2055.

PrOJ ected sewer and water costs were presented by Gary Danielson. The present $33/unit

cost ($13.20 for water and $19.80 for sewer) may have to be increased to $39/unit by 2008 in order to avoid
cash flow problems. Expanding our system offers some help but timing is critical. The Lake Florida home
owners will make their final decision at their September 24th meeting, but the engineering, bids, construction
and hook-ups will run into late 2007. Lake George and Nest Lake will be on the same trunk line so they
could follow shortly thereafter. However, Diamond Lake is still in the discussion stage so would be farther
out. Expansion of residential unitsin Spicer and New London would be especially favor-
able since both would include the water costs, and the hook-up time could be shorter.

Cost figures for the Bunny Park sewer connection were also presented. The connection
cost for the one resident whose system required an update, indicate that their out of pocket
costs are almost the same as a second tier hook-up around Green Lake. They will be
metered for normal sewer charges. This project could be complete this fall and will be
available to all unitsin the area.

The meeting concluded with the Board assigning Ron Hagemeier to check into the
problems involved in obtaining water quality information on effluent discharge from the
sewer system. The gauge system at County Road 2 needs updating in order to provide the
necessary data on a routine basis.
